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Funding and Support Ideas 

· Encourage your facility leadership to endorse your efforts and provide support by such means as announcing the day to staff, encouraging participation in events, and recognizing those who care for HIV/AIDS patients.

· Ask your Public Affairs Officer to organize and take care of press releases and official statements or run announcements in newsletters or e-mail updates.

· Recruit patients as volunteers to support or help organize activities and prepare materials (make ribbons, hang signs, answer questions at booths, take marketing materials to places for display in the facility or the community).

· Work with your education staff to create materials or plan seminars.

· Ask your cafeteria manager to make special meals (lunches or snacks) specifically related to an event, such as a session on Diet and Nutrition for Healthy Living with HIV/AIDS.

· Ask locate stores to donate supplies such as ribbons, candles, markers, paper, snacks.

· Coordinate with local groups, organizations, and churches to use rooms, meeting space or display space within the community.

· Go on Web sites to download or order educational or display materials.

· Ask a local copy or print shop to donate printing.
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
